DODGE COUNTY FAIR BOOK - 4-H/FFA SECTIONS

Exhibitors are required to wear a 4-H arm band on the left arm above the elbow. For
detailed dress attire, refer to the “Nebraska 4-H Horse Show and Judging Guide”, 4-H 373.

HORSE / ADDED WALK-TROT CLASSES
Class 1 Walk-Trot / Senior Exhibitor  (Exhibitor ages 12 through 18 on Jan 1)
Class 2 Walk-Trot / Junior Exhibitor  (Exhibitor ages 8 through 11 on Jan 1)

An exhibitor entering in WALK-TROT CLASS:
< May enter Horse Showmanship (Div. 60) and Halter Classes (Div. 61).
< May NOT enter Horse Riding Classes (Div. 62-68).  
< is required to have passed 4-H Horse Project Advancement Level 1.  All level testing

paperwork must be completed and submitted into the UNL Extension Office by the
set deadline (June 13).

HORSE / MODIFIED CLASS AGE DIVISIONS
ALL classes will have TWO age divisions as indicated below. Exempt is the halter classes with one
age for each class.

Class 1 Senior Exhibitor  (Exhibitor ages 12 through 18 on Jan 1)
Class 2 Junior Exhibitor  (Exhibitor ages 8 through 11 on Jan 1)
