Pens are large and will hold 4-5 adults or 6-8 kids and will be assigned by postal date of entry. All pens cleaned and disinfected

prior to the show. No post show cleaning of pens required. Straw or wood chips are both acceptable as bedding and both will

be available at the show. Alfalfa hay will also be available. A Hospitality booth will be available on Friday evening and Saturday
morning. Goodwill Donation food booth on Saturday. Pens will be available Friday afternoon. All
animals must be on grounds and checked in by show time. Show Order: Nigerian Dwarf, Alpine,

Lamancha, Nubian, Oberhasli, Saanen, Toggenburg, Recorded Grade. Showmanship 8 a.m. Senior

show to follow, Junior show is last. Animals released immediately following show or as finished.

Show Rules:

1. Base date is date of show, June 28, 2008.

2. Original registration or duplicate application stamped by ADGA is required for all animals under six
(6) months of age. Original registration certificate is required for all does over six (6) months of age.
These must be shown to the secretary at check-in. No copies of registrations will be accepted.

3. Health papers are not required but a local veterinarian will be on the grounds to inspect all animals
prior to the show. Any doe considered unhealthy or contagious (ringworm, lice, open sores, etc.) ~
will be expelled from the fairgrounds. Out-of-State animals must have a health certificate to cross state lines into Nebraska.

4. There will be NO pre-show milk-out.

5. Substitutions will be allowed within breed.

6. No alcoholic beverages are permitted on the fairgrounds. (Goat people are silly enough without adding fuel to the fire).
Camping is permitted at no extra cost. Showers and toilets available. Electricity available at no extra cost.

-Senior Show consists of any doe that has ever freshened, or is being milked regularly, including dry and precocious milkers.
-Junior Show consists of does under 24 months of age that have never freshened and are NOT in milk.

-Champion Challenge: Breed Champion of the day competing against permanent Champion does. The winner competes for
Best Doe of Show.

-Best Udder in Show: Competitive udders from each breed will be selected by the judge as the show progresses. “Udders” will
compete for Best.

BREEDS: (and show order) ND=Nigerian Dwarf, A=Alpine, L=LaMancha, N=Nubian, O=Oberhasli,
S=Saanen, T=Toggenburg, RG=Recorded Grade.
A Junior Grand Champion and a Reserve Junior Grand Champion

Classes shall be selected in each breed. Junior breed champions
Junior Show compete for Best Junior Doe in Show.

1. JUNIOR KID: Under 4 months

2. INTERMEDIATE KID: Between 4 - 8 months A Senior Grand Champion and a Reserve Senior Grand
3. SENIOR KID: Between 8 - 12 months Champion shall be selected in each breed. Senior breed
4. DRY YEARLING: Between 12 - 24 months champions compete for Best Senior Doe in Show.
